Also featured will be the Mirvish stage production of The Lord 
of the Rings, directed by Matthew Warchus, in its exclusive engagement at the world-famous 
Princess of Wales Theatre in Toronto (www.lotr.com), as well as marathon screening of the three 
Lord of the Rings movies by New Line Cinema, and directed by Peter Jackson. Following on the 
heels of the critically-acclaimed first Gathering convention in December 2003 which attracted 
over 1,500 attendees, this event is sure to surpass it in quality and integrity.
